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Finished block size 6” x 6”
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The Tulip Basket is constructed with piecing and appliqué techniques, either by 
machine or by hand, your choice.  I have provided all the templates for the pieced 
basket on page three and for the appliquéd tulips on page four.  The patches for the 
basket also can be rotary cut quickly, which is what I’ll show you below. 
 
Rotary Cutting the Basket Pieces: 
 
 From the background fabric, cut a square 6 7/8º x 6 7/8º.  Cut across 

it diagonally to create Patch A.  Save the other triangle for another 
project or a second basket block. 

 
 

For Patches B & C, cut two 1 ½º x 4 7/8º strips from the background 
fabric.  From the first strip, remove the upper left corner in a 45-
degree cut upward from the bottom corner.  Do the same to the 
upper right corner on the second strip.  Discard the small right 
triangles or save them for another project. 

 
 
 
 
 For Patch D, cut a 2 7/8º x 2 7/8º square and cut it in half diagonally.  

Save the other triangle for another project or a second basket block. 
 
 
 

For Patch E, cut one strip 1 7/8º x 3 ¼º from the dark fabric.  Cut this 
strip in half to create two 1 7/8º x 1 7/8º squares.  Cut one square of 
the same size from the light fabric.  Cut each light and dark square in 
half diagonally.  You’ll use all four dark triangles but only one light 
triangle.  Save the other light triangle for another project or a second 
basket block. 
 
 
 
 
 
From the dark fabric, cut a strip 1 1/2º x 3º.  Cut this strip in half to 
create two 1 ½º x 1 ½º squares.  From the light fabric, cut a strip  
1 ½º x 4 ½º.  Cut this strip into three 1 ½º x 1 ½º squares.  These are 
Patch F. 
 
 
 
For Patch G, cut a 1 ½º x 4º strip from the dark fabric.  From each of 
the bottom corners, cut upward at a 45-degree angle.  Discard the 
small right triangles or use them in another project.  
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Piecing Diagram for the Tulip Basket block: 
 

Each separated unit indicates how the 
patches should be grouped together.  The 
numbers within each unit indicates the order 
in which the patches should be sewn to 
create their unit.  For example, to create Unit 
A, sew Patch 1 to Patch 2, add Patch 3 as 
shown; to those three, sew on Patch 4.   
 
When you’ve sewn all the patches into their 
units, join the units in alphabetical order 
(Unit A to Unit B, Unit C to Unit D).  Then 
sew Unit A/B to Unit C/D to create half the 
basket block.   
 
Finally, sew the large background triangle to 
the basket triangle, and you’re done piecing 
the block! 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Appliquéing the Tulips: 
 
The templates for the tulips do not include a 
seam allowance.  Please feel free to use 
your favorite method to appliqu�  the tulips to 
the background triangle of the basket block.  
The picture of the block on the first page is 
your guide to shading the colors and to 
layering the stems and leaves onto the 
background.   
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I had fun creating this pattern & instructions and hope to pass that creative excitement along by 
sharing the design with you. It is for your personal or non-profit use. You are welcome to share the 
pattern and instructions with your friends as long as you include where you found it (my website 
address) and who designed it (my name).
