Making the Classic Vignette Portrait
With Photoshop Elements 6
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Step 1, select the photo to use for the
vignette portrait and make desired
adjustments and fixes. In our example we
have utilized <Enhance> and <Black and
White>, as classical vignette portraits were
often monochrome or sepia toned.

Step 2, use the Elliptical Marquee tool to
outline the area to become the Vignette.
If only the Rectangular Marquee tool is
visible, click and/or pull on the icon to
convert it to the Elliptical form.

Step 3, Use the <Select> pull down menu
to set the <Feather> function to get that
classic, softened edge that vignettes
usually have. Start with 12 points or so,
more or less. Use the <Select> menu and
then click on <Inverse>, and then press
the <Delete> key. Presto! A vignette
portrait!

Step 4, use the <Select> pull

down menu, chose <All>, click on

a corner of the image, and reduce its
size to fit well on the print, and then
precisely position it. The classic position
Is equal on the sides but slightly higher
than the exact center.

Extra Stuffé

If you use the <Cut> command
after drawing the elliptical marquee,

you can <Paste> the portrait into a
new document, position it, and add
bevel effects to the edge of the image.

Ot her Aplug inso or filters clanjalso add
variety, tone, or texture to a vignette.
